	INTRODUCTION

	Students understand the different meanings associated with “colonisation” and “invasion”
Students are invited to empathise with the original inhabitants
Students learn about the diversity and distinct identities of tribal groups. Aboriginal society could be described as “multicultural”

	Ask students are to gather on the carpet in front of the Smart board. Play Yothu Yindi clip whilst waiting for them to settle
We are going start today by acknowledging the Wangal clan of the Darug tribe who are the traditional owners of the land on which we are gathering and pay our respects to their elders both past and present. 
Students to stand for multiple choice quiz. Hand on head if you think the answer is “A”, hand on nose for “B”, hand on hips for “C”, hands by your side for “D” 
Quiz: Smartboard multiple choice quiz testing prior knowledge on original inhabitants, why the British came and the impacts. 
Ask students what they think this lesson is about? Explain to students this unit is about the British ‘colonisation’ of Australia, sometimes called settlement, sometimes called invasion. Explore understandings of these terms. Record on retrieval chart. Ask what does colonisation mean? What does settlement mean? What does invasion mean? Ask whether anyone can explain why the arrival of the British would be described as an invasion?

Video: Show you tube clip features Allen Madden, cultural and Education officer from Metropolitan Local Aboriginal Land Council asking students to imagine life prior to the arrival of the British

Ask students, what does ‘Aboriginal’ mean? Explain it is a generic term meaning native, given to the indigenous peoples by the British. In fact the original inhabitants were divided into distinct groups or tribes, each group having a different name.

Does anyone know how many tribes/groups? Explain to students that before 1788 there were approximately 250 different language groups and probably 500–800 dialects. Reiterate that before 1788 Australia was multicultural and that it still is multicultural. 

Add facts to the retrieval chart. 
Ask students if there are any other facts they can share about the original inhabitants, British settlers or the “settlement” or “invasion.”

	Students undertake investigations/ research in groups in order to make their own discoveries about the original inhabitants

	Research Tasks:

Students divided into groups of six to complete different research tasks and report back.

Students will be invited to visit the class wiki for “British Colonisation” which provides links to appropriate web resources to help them complete the following activities. Other resources such as reference books, Encyclopaedias and picture books will also be provided. Traditional digeridoo music will be played and images of traditional Art are displayed while students are working. 

Group 1: What is “the Dreaming”? Why is it important to Aboriginal culture? Choose a favourite Dreaming story and present it to the class either by reading or dramatic enactment
Group 2: How did the Eora/ Cadigal people lived off the land? How did they obtain food? What did their diet consisted of? How did British settlement impact on traditional food sources? How else did British settlement impact on the health of the Eora/ Cadigal people?

Group 3: Find and print a copy of a map of Sydney and Surrounding areas for the present time and one for 1788. The 1788 map should show the geographical boundaries of the tribes and the present should show suburb names. 
What groups exited and what languages were spoken in Australia before the British arrived? What is the official language in Australia today? Are migrants expected to learn the official language if they want to come and live here?

Looking at the present map, which present day place names are Aboriginal and which are English? 
Group 4: Complete the Mabo and Native Title close passage. Why did the British say that Australia was terra nullius? What were the consequences of the British declaring Australia terra nullius?
Group 5: Construct a timeline to represent 100 000 years (1cm = 200 years). Five metres will represent 100 000 years of Aboriginal occupation. Indicate that the last cm on the timeline represents the 200 + years of British colonisation.
